‘Stay and Play’: Every Tuesday (10:00-11:00am) during term-time at the Charlton Street
Community Hub (next door to school) our ‘Stay and Play’ sessions take place. ‘Stay and
Play’ is ran jointly by Lemington Riverside and Healthworks Pre-School. It is for 0-3 year olds
and their grown-ups, is free to attend and no pre-booking is required.

Riverside Wraparound: We continue to offer before and after school
wraparound provision from 7:45am each day and until 6:00pm each
evening. The childcare provision is ran by Lemington Riverside staff and
the school makes no profit from wraparound, meaning we can keep costs
RIVERSIDE as low as possible. Morning sessions are £4 per child (includes breakfast),

s evening sessions are £9 per child (includes evening meal) or you can book
both for £12 per day. Places must be pre-booked and paid for at least 24
hours in advance of children attending. To book, please speak with Nicole
in the school office.
